The Faculty is collaborating in a new three year project to establish ‘A blueprint for sustainable
small holder pig production in Central Vietnam’. An initiative of the Governments of Vietham
and Australia, Vietnamese institutions will be working with the Universities of Sydney,
Queensland and Adelaide, and the Department of Primary Industry (DPI) Victoria.
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The project will look at improving the genetics of local pig breeds in Central Vietham by the
introduction of high performance lines for pure breeding and exotic breeding programs.
